WHEREAS, as the result of recent incidents, the Fire District has been asked to update its existing Written Hazard Communication Program, as required to be in effect by, among other authorities, the New Jersey Public Employees Occupational Safety and Health (“PEOSH”) Program;

WHEREAS, the Fire District has reviewed its existing Written Hazard Communication Program and believes that said Program needs to be amended and updated due to changes within the Fire District and the law since its last revision; 

WHEREAS, the Fire District believes the amended and updated Written Hazard Communication Program attached as Exhibit “A” is in necessary for the proper operations of the District and is in compliance with PEOSH and other laws, regulations and authorities.

NOW THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED, by the Commissioners of Fire District No. 1 in the Township of Deptford, County of Gloucester, at a duly-authorized and noticed public work session of the Commissioners held on July 10, 2013, that the Fire District’s current 

Written Hazard Communication Program shall be replaced with the amended and updated Written Hazard Communication Program attached as Exhibit “A”.
