Resolution Authorizing the Issuance of Bidding Documents for the Purchase of
PUBLIC SAFETY AND SECURITY SOFTWARE

WHEREAS, the Fire District has determined that the purchase of a new Public Safety and Security Software System, along with the related Licensing associated therewith (the “Software System”) is in the best interest for the safety and welfare of the residents that the District services; and
WHEREAS, the District in its annual budget approved by the voters, appropriated general funds for the purchasing of the equipment such as the Software System; and

WHEREAS, the Fire District desires to solicit vendors for the Software System, in accordance with the requirements of the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq. and specifically, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4.5, which requires “competitive contracting” for the purchase of “proprietary computer software” through solicitation of public bids, at which point the Commissioners’ designee shall prepare an evaluation report of all proposals received and a recommendation as to the preferred vendor, at which time the Commissioners may select a vendor that is not necessarily at the lowest price, all as permitted by, and pursuant to, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4.5.

NOW THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED, by the Commissioners of the Fire District No. 1 in the Township of Deptford, County of Gloucester, at a duly-authorized and noticed public meeting held on May 1, 2013, as follows:
Section 1.  The Commissioners hereby approve the solicitation for the Computer Software, substantially in the form attached hereto, to obtain bids from vendors for the Computer Software (the “Solicitations”).

Section 2.  The Commissioners hereby authorize the issuance of the Solicitations by Donna Scally, Board Clerk.

Section 3.  The Commissioners hereby authorize Michael White, Chairman, or his designee, to prepare an evaluation report of the proposals received in response to the Solicitations, including a recommendation as to the preferred vendor.

Section 4.  The evaluation report shall be made available to the public for a minimum of forty-eight (48) hours before any further action may be taken by the Commissioners as to the award of any contract for the Solicitations.
