Resolution 2021-07

Authorizing Promotion of Frank Battaglia IV from Lieutenant to Captain

_______________________________________________

WHEREAS, the Fire District as part of its authority to provide fire suppression services to the residents of Deptford, New Jersey employs paid firefighters and officers; and

WHEREAS, one of Fire District’s paid Fire Captains recently retired from service with the Fire District; and 

WHEREAS, the Fire District has determined that it is in the best interests of the residents of the Fire District that the aforementioned vacant Fire Captain position be filled; and 

WHEREAS, the Fire District on February 22, 2021 submitted a Notice of Promotional Examination to the New Jersey Civil Service Commission (“Civil Service”) for the vacant position of Fire Captain, and announced said Promotional Examination to fill the position, and otherwise complied with Civil Service’s requirements for announcing and posting said Promotional Examination; and 

WHEREAS, Lieutenant Frank Battaglia IV is currently in the paid position of Fire Lieutenant for Fire District, and is the only paid employee in that position for the Fire District;

WHEREAS, Lieutenant Battaglia has expressed interest in the Fire Captain position, and is otherwise qualified for said position; and

WHEREAS, Civil Service advised the Fire District as of March 11, 2021 that Lieutenant Battaglia is entitled to be appointed to the vacant Fire Captain position, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 4A:4-2.7, because the announcement for the Promotional Examination did not produce a competitive situation and such that Lieutenant Battaglia is entitled to be permanently appointed to said position with the waiver of any further Promotional Examination; and

WHEREAS, the Fire District has determined that Liewutenant Battaglia is eligible for, qualified for, and should be appointed Fire Captain, subject to Civil Service requirements, including the required working test period.

NOW THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED, by the Commissioners of Fire District No. 1 in the Township of Deptford, County of Gloucester, at a duly-authorized and noticed public meeting of the Commissioners held on April 7, 2021, as follows:

(1) Lieutenant Frank Battaglia IV is hereby promoted and placed into the position of Fire Captain, subject to the provisions of Civil Service requirements, including a working test period, as set forth in N.J.A.C. 4A:4-2.7.

(2) The effective date of this promotion, including the pay rate associated with said Fire Captain position as a result of the collective bargaining agreement in place with the Internaitonal Associaiton of Fire Fighters Local 5025, is April 5, 2021.

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EXHIBIT A
WAIVER & HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT OF ALL CLAIMS FOR ANY DAMAGES RELATING IN ANY WAY TO THE USE OF VEHICLES SOLD BY THE DEPTFORD BOARD OF FIRE COMMISSIONERS.

WHEREAS, the Deptford Board of Fire Commissioners (“Board”) and Budd’s Pools & Spas (“Buyer”) desire to enter into an agreement for the purchase by the Buyer from the Board on behalf of Deptford Fire District No. 1, in the amount of Five Hundred Dollars and Zero Cents ($500.00), a 1985 GMC TP3 Van, VIN# 1GTHP 32M6F 35090 33, previously known as “Book Mobile” Explorer Vehicle (the “Surplus Vehicle”).

WHEREAS, the Buyer desires to purchase said vehicle for use other than active service from the Board, in exchange for a hold harmless agreement.  

IT IS THEREFORE AGREED as follows:

(3) The Board agrees to sell, and the Buyer agrees to purchase, the Surplus Vehicle for Five Hundred Dollars and Zero Cents ($500.00).  

(4) The Buyer acknowledges that it is accepting this vehicle “as is” and is hereby agreeing to waive any and all warranties, representations, and other promises regarding the condition of and quality of said vehicle.   Buyer acknowledges that it is acquiring the Surplus Vehicle “AS IS”, “WHERE IS”, and “WITH ALL FAULTS,” and THAT there are no warranties of merchantability or fitness or suitability of the Surplus Vehicle and its accessories for any particular purpose.”
(5) The Buyer agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Board for any and all claims, lawsuits, injuries or damages which may result from the use of said vehicle, and agrees to defend and indemnify the Board from any and all such claims.  Further, this duty to defend and indemnify shall not be extinguished by any immunity including but not limited to the Worker’s Compensation immunity which the Buyer hereby waives for the purpose of this agreement. 

(6) The Buyer hereby acknowledges that, from the date of this agreement, it will be responsible for all maintenance, insurance, registration, taxes, fees and all other costs associated with said vehicle.

(7) This agreement shall become effective on the date of signing and shall not be modified or changed in any way unless in a writing fully executed by both parties, acting with the full authority and consent of the respective organizations their signatories hereto.  

Each signatory below expressly authorizes that they have the express authority to sign this agreement on behalf himself and/or their respective organizations.
