Resolution 2021-08
Declining to Extend Families First Coronavirus Recovery Act Paid Leave

WHEREAS, the Fire District as part of its authority to provide fire suppression services to the residents of Deptford, New Jersey employs paid employees, firefighters and officers; and

WHEREAS, the federal Families First Coronavirus Response Act (“FFCRA”), passed in 2020, required the Fire District to provide paid leave to its employees for absences covered by the permissible reasons set forth in the FFCRA; 

WHEREAS, the Fire District after December 21, 2020 was no longer obligated under the FFCRA to provide paid leave but has continued to do so based upon the FFCRA extension available through March 31, 2020;

WHEREAS, the FFCRA was again extended by the United States Congress until September 2020, but the Fire District is not able to recover the paid leave from the federal government;

WHEREAS, in light of the inability to recover the paid leave from the federal government, the Fire District has decided that it is in the best interests of the Fire District not to continue to offer the optional FFCRA paid leave.

NOW THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED, by the Commissioners of Fire District No. 1 in the Township of Deptford, County of Gloucester, at a duly-authorized and noticed public work session of the Commissioners held on April 14, 2021, as follows:

(1) Effective April 24, 2021, paid employees, firefighters and officers will no longer be eligible for paid FFCRA leave.

(2) Any employees requiring time off for the reasons covered by the FFCRA will be granted approved leaves of absence for those days missed, and may use whatever available sources of income replacement available to them for those days, including paid sick time or vacation time, if available, or family leave insurance or temporary disability insurance, if applicable.  .
