To Enter Into Lease Agreement for Warehouse 
WHEREAS, the Deptford Township Board of Fire Commissioners (the “District”) has been using, and has a need to lease, real property as a storage warehouse, for the purpose of storing fire fighting equipment, apparatus and supplies, as well as a location for specific training or other exercises, as part of its general powers and duties pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:14-81; and
Whereas, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-5.4 it is certified that there are funds budgeted and available for said lease; and 
Whereas, N.J.S.A. 40:A11-1, et seq, including but not limited to sections 11-2(4) and 11-2(24), allows the District to lease real property without competitive bids; and
Whereas, as part of its duties and responsibilities, the District has historically and is currently utilizing a certain building known as Building 3, having an address of 1030 Delsea Drive, Unit 3, Deptford, NJ, in Deptford Township, Gloucester County, New Jersey (the “Premises”), through a real estate lease with the owner of the Premises and other buildings located at that same Industrial Park, which is more specifically shown and identified on the attached Commercial Lease Document and specifically Exhibit A-2 to that Lease Document; and 

WHEREAS, the term of the existing lease has expired and the current lease has been extended on a month-to-month basis pending ongoing lease renewal negotiations; and

WHEREAS the District has determined that it is in the best interest of the public safety and interest of its residents that such lease for the Premises be continued, effective August 1, 2022, pursuant to the term and the provisions set for in the attached Commercial Lease document;.

NOW THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED, by the Commissioners at Fire District No. 1 in the Township of Deptford, County of Gloucester, at a duly-authorized and noticed public work session held on July 27, 2022, as follows:

The District agrees to enter into a lease agreement, according to the specific terms and conditions set forth in the Commercial Lease document attached hereto.

 The Commissioners hereby authorize Michael White, Chairman, or his designee, to execute the Commercial Lease on behalf of the District.
