Resolution 2023-27
To Prohibit Possession of Firearms 
WHEREAS, the Deptford Township Board of Fire Commissioners (the “District”), as part of its general powers and duties pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:14-81, is required to act as necessary to protect the safety of the public at large as well as its employees, volunteers and guests; and
Whereas, the District has previously determined via Directive # 2004-03 that off-duty police officers are prohibited from carrying firearms while in the performance of any duties they may have as a firefighter for the District; and 
Whereas, the District has determined that it is in the best interest of the public at large as well as its employees, volunteers and guests to expand this firearm policy such that the District’s paid and volunteer employees, firefighters, officers, officials and Commissioners not be permitted to carry or possess any firearms while on District property, while on District business, and while responding to any fire response and/or emergency calls on behalf of the District; and

WHEREAS, the District has determined that such a prohibition on firearms carrying or possession shall apply regardless of whether the individual carrying or possessing such firearm is licensed to carry or possess such firearm.


NOW THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED, by the Commissioners at Fire District No. 1 in the Township of Deptford, County of Gloucester, at a duly-authorized and noticed public meeting work session held on May 3, 2023 as follows:

1.
Directive #2004-03 shall be removed and replaced with the following new policy: "There will be no carrying or possession of firearms of any kind, by any paid and/or volunteer employees, firefighters, officers, officials and/or Commissioners, while on Deptford Fire Department or Deptford Fire District No. 1 property, or while on business for Deptford Fire Department or Deptford Fire District No. 1, or while responding to any fire response and/or emergency calls on behalf of the Deptford Fire Department or Deptford Fire District No. 1.  This prohibition shall apply to all such individuals, regardless of whether such individual has a license to carry and/or possess a firearm.”

2.
This new policy shall take effect immediately.
